Seljl Yokota

Seijl Yokota was born in Tokyo in 1991 and received his
first cello lessons at the age of 7. Since 2014, he studied at
Toho Gakuen College of Music in Tokyo and after
graduation, he was a student of Prof. Martina Schucan at
Zurich University of the Arts from 2014 to 2018. He
received his musical education from Hirofumi Kanno,
Sumiko Kurata, Claudius Herrmann, Martin Zeller
(baroque cello), and master classes from Miklos Perenyi,
etc. He has performed a number of concerts as a soloist as
well as a chamber musician in Japan and Switzerland. Seiji
Yokota is the prize winner of several competitions in Japan,
as well as a member of the Seiji Ozawa Academy Orchestra
from 2009 to 2011 and of the Lucerne Festival Academy
Orchestra.
